(2) Reason for difference 

During the consolidated fiscal year under review, the home appliance industry entered a severe situation due to the continued 

sluggish growth of home ownership accompanying new housing construction, as well as factors such as soaring material prices, 

energy costs, logistics costs, and personnel expenses. 

Against this backdrop, our group continued to promote measures to reduce costs as well as selling, general and administrative 

expenses, and combined with the eventual realization of the effects of selling price revisions, this led to increased gross profit as 

well as operating profit, ordinary profit, and profit attributable to owners of parent exceeding our forecasts.
